Q. If a member paid the maintenance 
fee at the discounted rate, will he/she 
be charged the TAT on the regular 
maintenance fee or the discounted rate?

A. The member will pay TAT on the 
gross maintenance fees as speci� ed in 
the 1998 Department of Taxation 
Announcement No. 98-21. Members 
may or may not take advantage of 
the discount. That is a personal 
decision.

Q. If a member goes to the Hawaiian 
Princess in 2009 using a week from 
2008 is he/she expected to pay TAT 
on this week?

A. The member has already paid the 
TAT through the maintenance fees 
for the � scal year 2007-2008 and will 
not be expected to pay the TAT using 
that week in 2009. Going forward, 
the member will pay the TAT at the 
time of their stay.

Q. If a member carries over a 2009 
week and combines it with a 2010 
week for 2 weeks use time in 2010 
will it be tracked so he/she pays 
TAT on 2 maintenance fee rates?

A. The member will pay TAT on the 
prevailing gross maintenance fee for 
the � scal year in which they stay for 
both weeks.

Q. By collecting the TAT at the Guest 
Services desk, won�t the expense of 
operating the of� ce increase?

A. The Guest Service desk is currently 
collecting TAT on other guests and 
will easily absorb the 5 to 7 owners 
on the check-in and check-out days. 
There will be no increase in the staff 
or operational hours.
